NEW POLICIES APPROVED AT THE AUGUST 2006 BOARD MEETING – The following are selected new policies that appear in the Region Handbook. 

*  The Junior Olympic Adult membership fee was reduced to $20, and these members may referee or keep score at a SRVA-sanctioned event after qualifying to do so.

*  Twelve and under coed teams with no more than two boys on the court at a time may participate in girl’s 12 and under tournaments/events.


*  Reduced membership fee and registration requirements for Adult Fellowship tournaments, and extended the adult fellowship season to the first weekend of December.

*  Authorized reduced membership fee and registration requirements and waived officiating requirements  for separate collegiate club, outdoor, coed, reverse coed or U-Volley regional championships.


*  Eliminated the frozen roster requirement and roster change fee.


*  Increased entry deadline for multiple-day junior tournaments to 14 days prior to the tournament date.


*  Increased sanction fees by $100 ($200 for tournaments above 60 teams) for multiple day tournaments.


*  Set a minimum fine of $100 (up to the full amount of the performance bond) for tournament directors who fail to submit their play sites and directions no later than two weeks prior to the tournament.

*  Increased the fine for failure to officiate after play is completed to $100, and added a point per minute sanction, up to 25 points, for failure to officiate before play is completed.


*  Approved a policy allowing ejection from any SRVA event of any person engaging in disruptive, abusive or offensive behavior.


*  Approved allowing junior players under 15 to officiate as a first referee if approved by the referee chairman (coach must assist on the floor).


*  Established a $450 regular season championship prize for adult teams, and passed a $5 fee per entry to pay for this award.

*  Passed a ten-day try-out period for junior players that starts after each state’s high school championship, and limited fees during that period to no more than $50.
